Amazon.com, eBay and other leading merchants.  Speaking of 
Amazon.com, I asked my assistant Hanna to dig up some stats on 
Amazon.com's sales volume over the last five years and this is what she found.

Year after year, sales figures jump at Amazon.com as they are a trusted 
shopping portal.  So this season, we will position our websites between 
Google and Amazon.com (or any other merchant) and earn our commissions 
by selling toys, socks, decor, electronics and more. 
 
Consumers will head to Google, search for stuff they need or want and they will 
find your website.  There they will read about the products they are seeking and 
will then proceed to click through to Amazon and ... cha ching, you will make 
sales. 
 
Google  >>  Your Christmas Cash Money Site  >>  Amazon.com 
 
Just as we have done during the Halloween rush, we will target very specific 
products and we will target consumers who understand what they need. 
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Forget terms like: ideas, gifts, etc. ... 
 
Instead, we will target terms such as: 
 

 artificial christmas tree 

 mens silk shorts 

 mens socks 

 childrens christmas toys 
 

We will also target model numbers and the hot products which have yet to go 
"hot."  But what else do people spend their money on during the holidays?

Why Christmas Over Other Holidays? 
 
What makes Christmas particularly attractive for online marketing is that most 
of the spending will be focused on only two product types — Christmas gifts & 
Christmas home décor and there is a very definite deadline. 
 
That makes our job as marketers much simpler.  We know that big money is 
being spent and where most of it is going.  Thus we’re able to focus our 
attention on those keyword and keyword phrases. 
 
While most affiliate marketers will target the most popular search terms such as 
Christmas Trees, Christmas Gifts and so on, we will focus on specific types of 
items such as: 
 

 Toddler Toys 

 Baby Wooden Toys 

 Aluminum Christmas Trees 

 Artificial Trees 
 

Again, we’re targeting consumers who know exactly what they want.  And that 
always results in a much higher affiliate conversion than targeting consumers 
who are not quite sure yet.  
 
Besides, I’ve already shown you that people spend tons of money for 
Christmas and the potential for marketers is significant.  I should also point out 
that most of the spending is concentrated into a four or five week period 
between the second week of November and on through December 20. 
 
 
Christmas Research 
 
For research, we will use some of the free search sites mentioned in Chapter 2 
of Commission Ritual.  During the season, keep your eyes focused on sites like 
Google Trends and Yahoo Buzz. 
 
At this point it is still unclear just which toys will be the bigger sellers this year.  
However, when the consumers finally decide, those who are watching Google 
Trends and Yahoo Buzz will know immediately and will be able to act 
accordingly.

For more examples, refer to the Buying Keywords report in Commission Ritual. 
 
 
You can brainstorm to reveal potential money making keywords.  Think what 
types of presents you have given?  What types of presents have you received?  
What are the most popular keywords? 
 
Now create your own list of potential keywords and then search those phrases 
by using Micro Niche Finder and or the Google AdWords tool. 
 
 
Another Resource for Holiday Spending 
 
Have you ever noticed that Amazon.com offers all kinds of ways for sorting 
products?  I like being able to sort products based on "best sellers" as this 
gives me clues as to what is hot right now. 
 
So take a cue from Amazon and spend some time doing research prior to 
taking action.  I personally research about 1 hour for every 8 or 9 hours I spend 
building sites.  However, you may want to spend a bit more time on research to 
ensure that you are choosing terms which will convert into sales.

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These would all make excellent Christmas mini sites but might even want to 
narrow them down still further.  Simply search the Google AdWords tool for 
"christmas tree" or "toddler toy" and see what comes up.  
 
Understand that these types of terms are a bit more generic in scope but could 
very well still lead to sales.  Assuming that I can find a domain name for these 
products with the extensions .com, .net or .org; my research would have been 
completed.  
 
The number of people who will use those exact search terms is undoubtedly 
substantial — getting a keyword domain will make ranking a piece of cake. 
 
 
Using the target keyword criteria in the Commission Ritual eBook will further 
help you decide which Christmas terms to focus on.  You can launch as many 
of these types of mini sites as you wish.  Once you’re done with the first then 
launch another.  Doing this all through October will set you up nicely for a great 
payday when early December comes around. 
 
This is exactly what I have been doing for years and it’s resulted in tens of 
thousands of dollars through both, AdSense and affiliate commissions. 
 
Note:  These days I am focusing less on AdSense because I make more with 
affiliate programs.

The Model Number Ritual 
 
This next tactic has the potential to make you a tremendous amount of money 
by focusing on laser targeted terms — buying terms.  This is a wide open tactic 
and I am astounded that more people are not using it. 
 
Just what is it that you may be asking? 
 
Model numbers - as domains ;-) 
 
Evil laugh (hee … hee … hee!)....Evil laugh (hah … hah … hah!) ... 
 
I first started using this tactic about two years ago while promoting cell phones 
on eBay (a terrific money maker mind you).  While everyone was trying to rank 
for "iPhone" ... 
 
I was driving highly targeted traffic based on cell phone model numbers and it 
resulted in many fantastic months of eBay earnings.  This same method can be 
applied and improved on by grabbing domains which are based on model 
numbers.

Site Outline - Simple 3 to 10 Page Mini Site 
 
Simple mini site structure just as we did with the Halloween Ritual.  Main 
product / Homepage with unique content, several articles, about 6 total product 
pages and the usual ―About Us,‖ ―Privacy Policy Terms,‖ etc.  
 
This is exactly how I recommend you build your sites as well — small targeted 
sites which focus on your target keywords with what I like to call keyword 
modifiers.  
 
You may also want to test out one page micro sites that offer one page of 
content (homepage) and the usual ―About Us,‖ ―Privacy Policy Terms,‖ etc. 
 
This worked well for me during Halloween and I would guess it will work well for 
Christmas as well.
